Regular Council Meeting
November 1, 2016
I. Call to order

[Facilitator Name] Called to order the regular council meeting of the City of Hoopeston at 7:00 p.m. on November 1, 2016 at City Hall.
II. Roll call

Clerk Lane conducted a roll call. The following five members were present: Alderpersons Ankenbrand, Florek, Goodwine, McElhaney and Yaden.  Absent members were Aldermen Houmes and Hamilton.  Attorney Mudd was absent.

III.  Approval of Agenda

Alderman Ankenbrand moved to approve the agenda seconded by Yaden.  Agenda was approved 5-0.
IV. Approval of minutes from last meeting

Clerk Lane read the minutes from the last meeting. Alderwoman Florek moved to approve seconded by Yaden.  The minutes were approved as read 5-0.

V.  Payment of Bills

Ankenbrand moved to approve payment of bills seconded by McElhaney.  Roll call vote was taken and bills were approved for payment 5-0.
VI. Reports of Officers
a)  Ankenbrand had nothing to report.

b) Florek had nothing to report.

c) Alderman Goodwine made the motion to authorize the City Clerk to appoint a deputy clerk.  Florek seconded the motion.  Roll call vote was taken and the motion was passed 5-0.  

d) Alderman Yaden reported that only one bid had been received for the perpetual care Grave Blankets which was from Yaden Christmas Trees.  The amount of the bid was $48.50 for each graver blanket.  Alderman Goodwine moved to accept the bid seconded by Ankenbrand.  Roll call vote was taken.  Aldermen Ankenbrand, Florek, Goodwine, and McElhaney voted aye and Alderman Yaden abstained due to being related.  

e) Mayor Crusinberry voted aye to make the vote 5-0 with one abstaining.

f) Alderman McElhaney reported that Hoopeston’s water tank was 15th on the Tank of the Year contest, not making the top 12 for the calendar.

He reported that two pumps at the water treatment plant were out and replacing them would cost $25,034 plus $10,000 labor.  He then made a motion to amend the budget not to exceed $50,000 for the replacement of the pumps.  Ankenbrand seconded the motion.  Roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0.

Reporting on the findings and meeting with C-2 Engineers, McElhaney made a motion authorizing the mayor to enter into an agreement with C-2 Engineers for the purpose of seeking funding and working with Vermilion Advantage for making trenchless repairs to the sewer.  The amount of repair work is estimated to be $555,000.  Ankenbrand seconded the motion.  Roll call vote was taken and Resolution 2017-5 passed 5-0.
